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Abstract  
Examining and precision in religious propositions show the importance of the 

role and responsibility that society has in strengthening and weakening faith, an 
issue that is referred to as "social production" in sociological literature, and its 
meaning ranges from formation, continuation and strengthening to weakening and 
the decline of faith in different social structures, situations or contexts are considered 

faith and its consequences, the responsibility is not only on the individual, but also 
on the society to the extent that we can even talk about the greater responsibility of 
the society in weakening the individual faith. The present article has tried to examine 
the role of social factors affecting "faith" by referring to Islamic texts and using the 
"thematic analysis" method. The findings showed that the following three factors 
play a role in the social production of faith: "social ties" (including family ties, 
friendships and communication between people and prophets, spiritual leaders and 
religious scholars), "social culture and traditions" and "social crises and special 
situations" (such as disasters and social pressures and hardships such as the situation 
of war and Jih d).
