between the Necessity of Consenting to Divine Judgment 
and not Consenting to Sins.

Abstract  
The incompatibility of having to consent to divine judgment and not consenting 

to sins is one of the problems faced by those who believe in the omnipresence of 

problem, which can be divided into three parts: explanatory, interpretative and 
analytic. Separation between the words a  (lit. to judge) and kufr (lit. disbelief), 
distorting the meaning of a  and differentiating between brief and detailed 
explanation are among the explanatory solutions; Separation between ordered 
( run bihi) and non-ordered (ghayr run bihi) a , assigning the 
narrative reason of non-satisfaction to believing servants, separating consent from 
action in relation to agent and capable, and denying that a  belongs to sins 
considering the sin as sin are of interpretative solutions; and separating will from 
consent, separation between a  and the object of a  and denying the ugliness of 
sin and the necessity of not consenting to it are analytical solutions. By examining 
these solutions, it becomes clear that none of them can solve the problem 
completely, and this problem still challenged the theological foundations of the 
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
